Mr. Sykes asked what type of vendors are usually present on these nights.

Mr. DiLorenzo said many of them are charities, like the Carol Baldwin Foundation, and sell merchandise to the patrons to raise money.

Ms. Dickman asked if they will still be having live music on these nights.

Highway Superintendent Comments:

Mr. Parks said there will be a large bill coming for a repair on the vac truck.  He said the fan will not turn because some type of corrosive material was sucked through it and damaged it. He said a new fan needed to be purchased and installed at a cost of $19,000, which is much better than the $26,000 the fan itself costs.  He said they have been shown a new way to clean and lubricate the fan so this should not happen again.
Mr. Sykes asked if any metallurgic testing was done to determine what type of corrosive material was the culprit.

Mr. Parks said no.

Ms. Dickman asked Mr. Parks to pass along her thanks to the employees for their hard work this winter keeping the roads clean.

Ms. Sabin asked how the town is doing on salt this year.

Mr. Parks said he has not had any trouble getting salt, but that the stockpile that we had in December was used up that month due to the heavy snow.
